The Williams Treaties First 
Nations include the Mississaugas of Alderville First Nation, Curve Lake First Nation, and Hiawatha First Nation, 
as well as other neighbouring First Nations.  
 
Treaties helped to establish relationships between First Nations and Europeans, and between people and the 
land.
