Intermediate Student Signout

To clarify Grade 7 and 8 signout for not only this year, but going forward when your student may fall into

this privilege, kindly take note of the following:
Students are expected to sign out at the office when leaving at 1:00 p.m. Parents would complete the

necessary permission on the back of the Student Information Form at the beginning of the year, so only

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those students as well as students with any occasional notes sent to the office, are the only students
permitted to sign out. Students are to only sign themselves out, not have other students do it for
them.

2. When students sign out, the expectation is that they leave school property as they are now out of school
supervision with parent permission for them to leave the property. Although Stuart Park is technically
not school property, it is utilized as part of our outdoor recess where all other students are supervised by
staff. We ask that the students who have permission to leave at lunch, not linger around this area or the
front of the school as there is no supervision for those students.

3. Students are expected to return to school in time for the 1:40 p.m. bell to line up with their classes at the
back of the building, to enter the school. The Student Information Form states “if my child is late more
than once when returning from this break, this privilege may be revoked at the school’s discretion.” We
want to enforce the point with students that this is indeed a privilege and requires responsibility on the
part of the student to ensure our rules are adhered to.
